DIRECTIONS

1. Gather all necessary equipment and ingredients. Preheat oven to 350°F and line a 12-cup muffin
pan with paper liners then spray the liners with nonstick cooking spray and set aside.

2. In alarge sauté pan, heat the oil over medium heat. Once hot, add the onions and bell pepper
and sauté until the onion is translucent and lightly browned, about 3-5 minutes. Turn off the heat
and add chopped spinach to the pan. Fold the spinach into the onion and pepper mixture. The
residual heat from the pan will wilt the spinach. Transfer vegetable mixture to a medium bowl and
allow the mixture to cool slightly.

3. Meanwhile, crack the eggs into a large mixing bowl and whisk until well combined. Add the
water, parmesan cheese, oregano, and salt, stirring to combine. Set aside.

4. Divide the vegetable mixture evenly among the prepared muffin cups. Using a ladle, pour the
egg mixture into the muffin fins, filling each one to % full. Sprinkle the cheddar cheese over each
cup.

5. Place muffin pan on top rack in oven. On a lower rack, position a half sheet pan to catch any
spillage. Bake until the egg mixture is firm and reaches 165°F, about 15-20 minutes.

6. Allow frittata cups to rest for 5 minutes before serving.
