DIRECTIONS

1. Gather all necessary equipment and ingredients. Prepare all ingredients as described above.

2. In a medium mixing bowl, whisk the eggs until they are scrambled. Add 2 cup salsa and whisk to
combine (the remaining Y2 cup salsa will be used later as a topping).

3. Heat a large nonstick sauté pan over medium heat and spray with cooking spray once heated.

4. Add the egg mixture and stir occasionally with a rubber spatula. If the egg is browning, turn down
the heat. Once eggs have begun to set, add the green onions and beans, mixing to combine.

6. Once the eggs are cooked to your liking, turn off the heat and sprinkle the cheese over, mixing to
combine and allowing the cheese to melt. Set aside.

7. While the eggs are resting, heat the tortillas using one of the methods described above in the
chef’s notes.

8. Assemble the tacos by adding about 4 cup egg mixture to each tortilla and top with the reserved
Y2 cup salsa, sliced avocado, and chopped cilantro. Serve immediately with lime wedges for
squeezing.
