DIRECTIONS

1. Gather all necessary equipment and ingredients. Preheat the oven to 350°F and line a sheet tray
with parchment paper or foil.

2. Make the chutney: In a small sauce pot, heat the oil over medium heat. Once hot, add the
cloves, coriander, ginger, cumin, cardamom, turmeric, pepper flakes and black pepper. Using a
rubber spatula, continuously stir the spice mixture until fragrant, about 60-20 seconds.

3. Add the onion to the pot, and sauté until softened, about 1-2 minutes. Add the bell pepper,
continue to sauté until softened, about 1-2 minutes, and then add in the garlic and continue to
sauté until lightly golden, about 30-60 seconds more.

4. Add the mango, vinegar, honey, brown sugar and salt to the pot, stirring well to combine. Bring

the chutney to a simmer and then reduce the heat to medium-low. Simmer, uncovered untfil
thickened and the mango is tender, about 20 minutes.
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. To finish the chutney, remove the pot from the heat and remove the whole cloves from the
mixture. Using a potato masher, mash the chutney until it is mostly smooth with some small chunks.

Cover and set aside.

Make the salmon: While the chutney is cooking, place the salmon fillets on the prepared sheet

tray, skin-side down.

In a small bowl, combine the olive oil, garam masala, coriander, cumin, salt and pepper. Using a
spoon, mix the spices until combined and then divide evenly over the tops of each salmon fillet.
Use your fingers to rub the oil and spice mixture over the salmon evenly on all sides.

Place the salmon in the preheated oven and bake until the fish is opaque, flakes easily with a fork
and reaches an internal temperature of 145°F in the thickest part of the fillet, about 15-20 minutes.

Serve the salmon with the chutney on the side.
