DIRECTIONS

1. Gather all necessary equipment and ingredients. Prepare all ingredients as described above.

2. Heat a small saucepan over medium-high heat then add the oil once hot. Add the shallots and
cook until lightly golden brown and translucent, about 3 — 5 minutes.

3. Add the orzo pasta and stir to coat. Toast for about 2 minutes, until golden brown.

4. Add the farro, water, and salt. Bring to a boil then lower the heat, cover and simmer until the farro
is tender (it will still be a little chewy, but should not be tough) and all liquid has been absorbed,
about 18 - 20 minutes.

5. Remove from the heat and fluff with a fork. Allow the pilaf to sit, uncovered for a few minutes to
cool slightly.

6. Add the chopped parsley and lemon juice, stirring to combine before serving.
